It Is easy to backslide. Lk.11:23-26

23: no neutrality: we stand with Lord or against
Him. Lk.9:51-53

24: demon leaves. Many repent only to return
to same old sins. 1 Co.10:7

Babylon drove out the demon of idolatry.

Now they are worse off — Pharisaism.
Hatred, hypocrisy, pride, covetousness...

25: swept, put in order [Mt.12:44, empty]. If
good doesn’t fill us... Ro0.1:29; 15:14

26: demons don’t break in the door; house
attracts them. Eight!

Mt.124° So shall it also be with this wicked
generation.

[His reply to their accusation, Mt.12:24 —
Now when the Pharisees heard it they said,
“This fellow does not cast out demons except
by Beelzebub, the ruler of the demons.”]

Ac.24% Be saved from this perverse
generation.

« Jg.16%° And it came to pass, when she
pestered him daily with her words and
pressed him, so that his soul was vexed to
death

forever, That | may daily perform my vows

« Ps.72% And He shall live; And the gold of
Sheba will be given to Him; Prayer also will
be made for Him continually, And daily He
shall be praised

« Je.72° Since the day that your fathers came
out of the land of Egypt until this day, |
have even sent to you all My servants the
prophets, daily rising up early and sending
them

2 P1.31° But the day of the Lord will come as a
thief in the night, in which the heavens will pass
away with a great noise, and the elements will
melt with fervent heat; both the earth and the
works that are in it will be burned up. ! There-
fore, since all these things will be dissolved,
what manner of persons ought you to be in holy
conduct and godliness

One day will be our last. So?
1. If you wronged someone, fix it. Mt.5:25f.
2. If you hold a grudge, drop it. Ja.5:9.
3. If you are unfaithful, repent. 2 Th.1:8-9.
