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B. Materialism poses a great spiritual danger to the people of God

a. It is distracting, thus creating forgetfulness among God's people!

b. It sets itself firmly between us and God!

C. God has warned us about this danger!
a. Israel is warned about this before they entered Canaan - Deut 8:10-14
b. Jesus’warning - Luke 21:34-36
c. Demas, 2 Tim 4:10 and Martha, Luke 10:38-42
d. Luke 8:4-15; vs. 14: “choked with cares, riches, and pleasures of life”
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I. Materialism...

D. Jesus’ encounter with the Rich Young Ruler provides us a
unique perspective into the nature of Materialism!
a. Itillustrates the distracting or blinding nature of Materialism

b. It quantifies some specific areas of devotion and service to God that are
especially susceptible to Materialism

c. Itis a particularly applicable Case Study to Christians as the Rich
Young Ruler was already following God, but quit!

B. Text....

C. Seven observations regarding Materialism...
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A. The man came Humbly to Jesus...

* Vs. 17 — “Knelt before Him (Jesus)”, “Good Teacher, what shall |
do...?” Humility from a young, rich, ruler! (Mt 19:20, Lk 18:18)

* Vs. 18 — This “teacher” is God! & Vs. 20 — he acknowledges this!

B. But, forgot about the respect he had for Jesus!

* Vs. 22 — “sad at this WORD, and WENT AWAY...”
* He walked away...from GOD!

C. The same can happen to US!

 Riches...become our god, we will bow to its demands — Col 3:5

* Pleasures...will sidetrack us and hold us away from our Father, and
His work!

« Have we every put our things before our service to God?!

* Riches & pleasures...we can desire gold more than God!

« Cares and trials of this life can modify our spiritual desires and
guench our motivation to serve God

* |s our desire for things greater that our desire for God!?
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#3. Our Desire to Work for the Lord!

A. The man came Willing to Work for the Lord...
* Vs. 17 — “what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life?”
« He understood work was going to be needed, and was willing!

B. But, he forgot about this willingness to serve God!

* Vs. 22 — “went away sorrowful, for he had great possessions..”
« The work was more than he was willing to do!

C. The same can happen to US!

A horrible thought that we put our hand to the plow and look back
— Luke 9:62

 Are we working harder for our positions than for the Lord!?
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#4. Our Desire for Eternal Life & Heaven!

A. The man came Longing for Eternal Life...

e V/s. 17 — “what shall I do that | may inherit eternal life?”
* He understood this world is not his home!

B. But, he forgot about the blessing of eternal life!

* Vs. 22 — “went away sorrowful, for he had great possessions..”

* In a moment he traded a spiritual home for earthly “things™!

C. The same can happen to US!
* Riches & Pleasures tempt us to love this world and what it offers
 Cares tempt us to focus and dwell on this life!
« We must keep an eternal focus continually! — Jn 14:3
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inherit eternal life”

« Peace, Hope and Anticipation, the Joy of HEAVEN!
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#5. The Hope & Happiness we have in the Lord

A. The man came Hopeful to Jesus...

* Vs. 17 — “came running...Good Teacher, what shall I do that I may
inherit eternal life”

« Peace, Hope and Anticipation, the Joy of HEAVEN!

B. But, he forgot about the Hope and Joy of HEAVEN!

* Vs. 22 — “But he was sad at this word, and went away sorrowful”
« Strange that his possessions did not make him happy!

C. The same can happen to US!

« All too often our eyes are tempted from the Lord toward physical
riches and pleasures!

* All too often we claim if life situations would ease, we would be
happy...only to realize true happiness is only through Godliness!
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#6. Our Past Service and Successes

A. The man came to Jesus, Already Dedicated to God...

* Vs. 20 — “all these things | have kept from my youth”; Jesus seems
to concur, Vs. 21.

* He has success in some of life’s toughest times!

B. But, he forgot about the commitment he had made...
* Vs. 22 —“But he ...went away sorrowful”

« All the hard work, learning, self-control....tossed aside and
forgotten!

C. The same can happen to US!

« How often have we seen brethren leave the faith to pursue riches or
pleasures?!

 How often have we seen brethren loose faith due to trials?!
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* Jesus seems to see this!
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#7. Our blessing from God: Talents & Abilities
A. The man came to Jesus, Already Blessed by God...

* Vs. 22 —“...he had many possessions”
 Blessed with talent and opportunity: attitude, authority, wealth!
* Jesus seems to see this!

B. But, the man went away, wasting his blessings...
* Vs. 22 —“But he ...went away sorrowful...”
« Not remembering those blessings were from God!!

C. The same can happen to US!
 Everything we have is from God!
« We often forget this and selfishly claim we are responsible
* Are we selfish with our blessing from God?!
